Gifted Students Go Crazy!
Students from across the country will be gathering in Coventry next weekend to test their analytical skills with the oriental strategy game Go.
The event is part of a Family Day run by The National Academy for Gifted and Talented Youth which and will take place on Saturday 19 June at the Gibbet Hill Campus at the University of Warwick. The Go event will be run by the British Go Society and Go experts will be on hand to provide an introduction to the game for novices and master classes for those who have played before.

The Academy has been stunned by the demand for places for this event and has had to turn away dozens of families, all of whom will be offered first choice for places at the next Parents’ Conference.  As a response to the great demand for places the Academy is now developing a number of similar regional events.

The Academy has already hosted a number of Go events, all of which have been a great success.  The most recent Go event was held at Bletchley Park, home of the code-breakers, where Alan Turing played Go.

The Go event will run in parallel to a conference for Parents’ of Academy members and Professor Deborah Eyre, Director of The National Academy for Gifted and Talented Youth will deliver a keynote speech.

Professor Eyre said: “We are all really looking forward to the day – both the conference and the Go event.  This is a great opportunity for our members’ parents to get together and swap experiences.  It is also an ideal event for us to get to know more of our members’ parents and discuss our work with them.  

“The Go event is a tremendous opportunity for members and siblings to learn the game.  The rules are simple but the potential for intellectual challenge is huge and the members really enjoy themselves.”

The National Academy for Gifted and Talented Youth, which is based at the University of Warwick, is open to the top 5% of gifted and talented pupils in England, and is working to improve educational provision for the most able students by working with students, educators and parents.
Go is an ancient oriental strategy game which offers intellectual challenge using both left and right brain style thinking skills.  Like Chess, Go is a game of skill and has been described as four chess games going on simultaneously on the same board. Go, like chess, challenges players analytical skills but differs from chess in that there is far more scope for intuition.
